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KYIV, August 30 (Valery Barsky – Ukrinform).  Inefficiency of operating system of the state control over business is a significant regulatory barrier to development of entrepreneurship in Ukraine. Such was a today’s conclusion of  participants’ of the round table "System of inspections: problems and ways of legislative settlement ", a Ukrinform reporter informs.

As it was mentioned, during the last year 80 % of the Ukrainian enterprises were checked 9 times on average. For instance, each visit of tax inspectors lasted about two weeks and cost an enterprise approximately 1700 UAH (USD 340).  According to the Head of the Council of Entrepreneurs of Ukraine within the Cabinet of Ministers, Ms. Xenia Liapina, the similar facts do not fit new realities of political and economic development of the state.  

Small and medium businesses, Ms Liapina noted, expect the authorities to accept them as a locomotive of economic progress, minimization of direct intervention of the state into enterprise’s activity, liquidation excessive barriers for businesses obtaining permits, that in its turn facilitates corruption.

“It is good, that today we are going the way of the least resistance”, - Xenia Lapina emphasized, - because there is a political will of the Prime minister for fast solutions to the problems prevent businessmen to work efficiently. But it also assigns the greater responsibility to members of the Council. In many respects, on us depend, now what conditions for business development will be in Ukraine”.
“Authorities expect that business will not only come out of the “shadow”, - Mr. Sergey Igolkin, Deputy Head of the State Committee on Entrepreneurship continues, - “but will fully pay to the state budget, properly compensate hired workers and provide them with social protection, rise its competitiveness at international markets and increase of exports”.
Participants of the round table have approved main principles of the Draft Law ““On the Protection of the Rights of Entrepreneurs in the Course of State Control and Supervision of Business Activity”, developed by the Council of Entrepreneurs of Ukraine within the Cabinet of Ministers, State Committee on Regulatory Policy and Entrepreneurship and International Finance Corporation (IFC). In the opinion of participants, the document will help make inspection procedures to be transparent as well as introduce criteria to define their periodicity.

Members of the Parliament, representatives of state controlling agencies, business associations and other non-government organizations interested in development of of small and medium businesses in Ukraine took part in the discussion.
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
